#4 Full Interchange 
Reconstruction

• Benefits:

▪ Removes all left turns

▪ Decreases speeds

• Challenges:

▪ Requires closure of existing 

loop ramp

▪ Requires bridge widening/new 

bridge structure

▪ Only works with single 

eastbound off-ramp

closing this 

loop ramp
